
     Exclusion from education is one 
of the worst forms of social disad-
vantage for a person, and leads to 
numerous problems for society in 
general.  Even though Belize desig-
nates 23% of its budget for educa-
tion, it is not enough for the needs 
of buildings and staff.  Church-
State Partnerships have been de-
veloped to assist this country in 
the most glaring need – the need 
for high schools. Unemployment in 
Belize runs around 23% nationally, 
but in the Cayo District where most 
only achieve a primary school edu-
cation, this rises to 32%. In con-
trast, for those completing high 
school, unemployment drops to 
12%.  In the Belmopan area over 
1,000 high school aged children are 
not attending school because there 
is not a school in their area to 
attend. Building supplies provided 
by the Project Belize Sponsorship 
will be used during A&M United 
Methodist Church’s second trip to 
Belmopan on  March 10-17, 2012.
